The Commigsion met in the offices of the Mexican Section at
Ciudad Jufrez, Chihushua, on December 24, 1955, at 10:00 a.m.

The Report of the Principal Engineers dated November 23,
1955, relating to Banco No. 602, "San Felipe", and the map attached
thersto were reviewed and approved; the English and Spanish texts
of said Report and accompanying map are attached hereto and form
part hereof.

The Commission adopted the following resolution:

"Banco No. 602, 'San Felipe', which was cut from
Hexico and is now on the left or northerly side of the
Rio Crande, described in the Report of the Principal
Engineers dated November 23, 1955, is hereby eliminated
from the effects of Article Il of the Convention of
Novesber 12, 1884, and dominion and jJurisdiction over
this Banco shall pass to the United States in accordance
with the provisions of the Convention of March 20, 1905,
for the Eliminstion of Bancos."

The Conmissioners then signed the original of the map in
English and amnother in Spanish, scale 1:5,000, of the Bamco in
reference.

The meeting then adjourned.
