IMPROVEMENT AND EXPANSION OF TilE INTERNATIONAL PLANT 
FOR TilE TREATMENT OF DOUGLAS, ARIZOi~A AND AGUA PRIETA, SONORA SEWAGE 

The Commission met in the offices of the Mexican Section in Ciudad 
Juarez, Chihuahua, at 12:00 m. on July 16, 1965, to consider the need for 
improvement and expansion of the international f aci lities for the treat­
ment of Douglas, Arizona and Agua Prieta, Sonor·a sewage . 

The Commission reviewed the "Joint Re?ort of the Principal Engineers 
Concerning the Need to Improve and Expand the International Plant for the 
Tr~atment of Douglas, Arizona-Agua Prieta, Sonora, Sewage", submitted by 
Principal Engineers l'J. E. Walker and Norberta Sanchez G. under date of 
Jt.me 9, 1965. The English and Spanish texts of that report are attached 
hereto and fonn a part hereof. 

The Commission approved the report under reference, agreeing that 
the capacity of the present internatio~al installations is insufficient 
for the treatment of volUJr.es being contributed by the tNo cities, and 
that foreseeable population requirements of the t\'10 cities up to the year 
1980 call for increasing the present capacity of the international facil­
ities by 35% in the case of Douglas and 65% in the case of Agua Prieta. 

The Commission thereupon adopted the followin g resolution subject 
to the approval of the two Governme~ts: 

1. That improvement and enlargement of the Douglas and Agua Prieta 
international facilities for the treatment of sewage be undertaken 
as soon as practicable by the Commission, in two stages as de­
scribed in the Joint Report of the Principal Engineers. 

2. That equitable distribution of these \'larks be effected by each 
country constructing at its expense the works located in its 
own territory. 

3. That the design for and construction of the international facili­
ties t.mder reference be carried out w.der the supervision of the 
Commission. 
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4. That the operation and maintenance of the improved and 
expanded international installations contemplated by the 
present Minute continue to be governed by the Resolution 
adopted in the Commission's Minute No. 216 on March 18, 
1964. entitled "Operation and Maintenance of the Inter­
national Plant for Treatment of Agua Prieta, Sonora and 
Douglas, Arizona Sewage". 

The meeting then adjourned.
